INTRODUCTION

Finance is considered to be the ‘life blood’ of business, specially is the case of small scale industry finance is the key factor (or) input, for growth and their development. The development of their economy after independence has been built by a network or specialized financial institutions with fairly big capital base, to provide financial assistance to all types of industries. There are various financial institutions, which deal with different types of financing.

Depending upon the nature of activity the entrepreneurs require there types of finance.

1) Short Term:

Funds required for a period less than one year. Ex. Bank Credit, Trade Credit, Customer Advances, etc.

2) Medium Term: 

Funds received for a period of one to five years. Ex. Loans from financial institutions, public deposits.

3) Long Term:

Funds required for a period exceeding five to seven years. Ex. Issue of shares, issue of debentures, loans from financial institutions.

Means of Finance

A characteristic feature of small scale events is that the personal funds of entrepreneurs from a substantial proportion of the total assets. Most of the units therefore run a considerable higher risk than those of corporate units.

State bank of India (SBI)

In order to accelerate the development of indentifying backward areas by monitoring potential entrepreneurs to take up risky new ventures, the SBI launched EDPs in 1978. As per the Bank’s ventures, the EDPs consists of one month’s intensive training in behavioural science, management aspects, field training. During the training period, the entire cost of boarding and loading is borne by the bank. The Bank’s EDP consists of three phases: 
Initiation phase for creating awareness about entrepreneurial opportunities. 

Development phase through training programmes in developing motivation and managerial skills. 

Support phase counseling, encouragement and infrastructural support for establishing and running an enterprise. 


In 1967, the SBI launched a liberalized scheme for providing financial assistance to technically qualified or trained entrepreneurs to the extent of 100 percent, if necessary. The target group is the technocrats who lack the financial capability to meet the normal margins stipulated by the bank. Under its equity fund scheme, the bank may grant interest-free loan for the 25%  of the project cost which is the minimum contribution of an entrepreneur. 

Recently, SBI has set up a research and development fund of Rs.5 crores for, inter alia, assisting entrepreneurial development. SBI and its group offer package of financial arrangement and assistance to small-scale units in their promotional and expansion activities and act as bankers to capital issues.
Punjab National Bank


Through its Merchant Banking Division it offers similar package of assistance to small-scale units. 
The package of measures include the following:

1. The banks study the economic viability and technical feasibility of the proposals and help in preparation of market survey report with the assistance of technical consultants. 

2. They provide assistance to entrepreneurs in obtaining various government consents required for industrial projects right from the time the application for letter of intent is made. 
3. The assist the entrepreneur in raising rupee resources in the form of debentures, term loans, deferred payment guarantees from financial institutions. 

4. They assist in raising foreign exchange resource required for import of plant and machinery, components, raw materials, etc., by arranging through the Bank’s foreign correspondents, suppliers’ credit, buyers’ credit and foreign currency loans. 
5. They determine the capital structure, assist in obtaining consent of Controller of capital issues, finalization of syndication of under writing arrangements. Handling of share applications and relative allotment in consultation with stock exchange, etc., finance export of capital equipment on deferred payment terms.

Indian Bank – Entrepreneurship Service Cell 


The bank provides consultancy services to persons who graduate from colleges and institutions of engineering technology, etc. and unemployed engineers, diploma holders and other graduates or business executives. The consultancy service right from identification of a project to its implementation and marketing is provided through the personnel of the bank and panels of expert specialists. For this purpose, the cell after preliminary decision with a prospective entrepreneur arranges a meeting with the appropriate panel member. The cell and the appropriate panel member then assist the entrepreneur. This service was inaugurated on 3rd October, 1973 and is available only at Chennai and a few other selected centres. 
Bank of Baroda – Entrepreneurial banking Service 


Bank of Baroda has started what is known as ‘Entrepreneurial Banking’ in collaboration with Uttar Pradesh Small Industries Corporation to assist technician entrepreneurs to set up their own units at Rae Bareli Industrial Complex for building and hardware materials. Under this scheme, the corporation assists the technician with the acquisition of fixed assets, and Bank of Baroda arranges in plant training in established industrial units and provides working capital facilities to the entrepreneurs. 
Bank of India – Entrepreneurial clinic cum Guidance Service 


With a view to fostering growth of entrepreneurship and economic development, the bank has set up the cell. The scheme offers:
i. Assistance in selection of industry, preparation and evaluation of project report and market survey;

ii. Practical training in the line, if necessary; 

iii. Assistance in obtaining government clearance, procurement of machinery and equipment and marketing of products; 

iv. Assistance and guidance in implementation of the project. 

The novel feature of the scheme is that bank will provide from a panel of industrialists a ‘foster father’ to guide and assist the budding entrepreneurs. 
Canara Bank- Industrial Information and Guidance Service 


The bank has set up an industrial information and guidance service to provide information and advice to its clients on matters, such as, scope for establishment of industries, technical and marketing facilities, taxation, export and imports, accounting and management and to prepare project reports on proposed industries. 

Grindlays Bank Ltd. 


It has two wings, small scale consultancy service and merchant Banking Division. Small scale consultancy service division is located in Calcutta. This division offers assistance in preparing projects feasibility reports, conducting overall industry studies, a detailed in depth study of the existing system and procedures in various functional areas for idea problems and other deficiencies, to develop tailor-made solutions. The division also helps the management in implementing the suggestion. 
Syndicate Bank

Small scale industries department of the bank with a technical cell of engineers working at the head office at Manipal and at different industrial growth centres, besides appraising the viability of credit proposals from small scale industries sector, offers counseling services to the entrepreneurs, including helping them to prepare project reports. 
United Bank of India 


The Bank;s technical cell at Calcutta provides assistance to persons about feasibility of their projects and technical as well as non-technical guidance. 
United Commercial Bank 


The bank has a cell in head office at Calcutta to provide technical assistance/guidance to self employed persons about feasibility of their projects. It also renders them advice in regard to sources about availability of raw materials, and marketing of their products. 
New Entrepreneur Development Agency, 1986


The New Entrepreneur Development Agency has been created in order to assist educated unemployed graduates to set up SISI units in urban and metropolitan area. The agency will choose candidates only from among those sponsored by Government guidance Bureau, etc. 
Indian Overseas bank – Bank’s Small Business Aid Agency 


The agency specializes in the field of small business and offers necessary guidance to those persons who wish to start the same. It also offers consultancy to professionals, like doctors, engineers, lawyers, etc., to enable them to start their practice. The operations of this agency are presently restricted to Chennai city and Madurai, though the bank plans to establish similar agencies in other centres in due course.

IDBI: Industrial Development Bank of India

Introduction: The IDBI was wholly owned subsidiaries of Reserve Bank of India (RBI) established in July 1964 under the Industrial Development Bank of India Act.

It was wholly owned subsidiary of the RBI upto February 19, 1976 and made an autonomous corporation fully owned by the government of India.

Objectives/ Goals

Direct Assistance

The IDBI grants direct assistance, by way of project loan, under writing, direct subscription to industrial securities, loans, technical refunds loans and equipment and finance loans. It subscribes to purchase and under write the issue of stocks and shares and bonds.

Special Assistance

The IDBI October 1964 has provided for creation of special funds known as development assistance fund and it can be used to assist those industrial concerns. Which are not able to secure funds in the normal course because of low rate of return?

Indirect Assistance

The IDBI can assist industrial concerned in a direct manner i.e., threw other institutions.

Introduction

The ICICI was established on 5th January 1955 with its headquarters in Bombay for the specific purpose of assisting the industrial enterprise with in the private sector.

· Sponsoring and underwriting new shares and debentures

· Granting loan from other private investment sources

· Making funds available for reinvestment by recovering investment as rapidly as possible

· Furnishing managerial technique and administrative advice to the enterprise

· Assisting the promotion, expansion and modernization of industrial enterprise in private sector.

Functions

· It grants loan repayable over a period up to 15 years

· It makes arrangement for similar loans in foreign countries, for payment of imported capital equipments and technical services

· It franchises, technical and administrative assistance to industrial undertaking.

Financial Resource

The authorized capital of the corporation in rupees 25 crores, divided in 5 lakh equity shares of rupees one hundred each and twenty lakh unclassified shares of rupees one hundred each. At the end of July 1979, the paid-up capital of ICICI was rupees twenty two crore. It had total borrowings of rupees 441 crores which comprises debentures and borrowings from the government of India.

Unit Trust of India (UTI)

A public sector investment institution was established in 1964, under the Unit Trust of India act, 1963.

The share capital of UTI was subscribed by the IDBI, LIC, SBI and its subsidiaries and other scheduled banks and financial institutions sale of units and other saving schemes are the main source of funds for the trust.

For small investors the UTI offer advantages of:

· Considerably reduced risk, since funds are invested in a balanced and well distributed portfolio.

· The benefit of export management

· A steady income

· Liquidity

The main objective of UTI is to mobilize the savings of the community and channel then into products corporate investments. So as to provide for growth and diversification of the economy. It provides the facility to growing number of investors in small and medium income group for an equity type of investment that is to indirectly participate in the ownership of shares and debentures of industrial concerns.

General Insurance Corporation of India (GIC)

As a member of the constitution of all India financial institutions, the GIC and its four subsidiaries (The united India Insurance Co.Ltd., and new India Assurance Co.Ltd.) provide assistance to industries in the form of loans, underwriting and direct subscription to shares and debentures placement of short term deposits with companies, etc.

GIC along with LIC and UTI, buys back debentures tendered by individual holders, back to companies of encashment after a stipulated period and thus provide liquidity to such long term financial assets.

Life Insurance Corporation of India (LIC)

The life insurance corporation of India was established in 1956, as a wholly owned corporation of government of India in order to carry on business of life insurance and deploy the savings to the best advantage of the policy holder’s and the community as a whole its funds are deployed to assist the development of asocial overheals like housing, rural electrification, water supply and sewage schemes.

It also provides substantial assistance to the industrial section. LIC extends resource support to the term lending institution, by way of subscription of their bonds and thus contribute to industrial financing in an indirect manner.

National Small Industries Corporation (NSIC)

The NSIC is a government of India undertaking which was set-up in 1955, with the objective of supplying machinery and equipment to small enterprises on a hire-purchase basis and assisting them in procuring government orders for various items of stores.

Functions: 

· To provide SSI with modern machines on hire-purchase basis

· To assist small enterprises to participate in the stores purchase programme of the central government.

· To develop SSI as ancillary units, to large scale industries.

· To arrange for a marketing of the pdt’s of small industry by sharing emporiums and sales depots and promoting their exports.

· To distribute basic raw materials through their raw material depots.

Commodity Boards (CB)

The government of India, has setup eight commodity, boards, to guide the production and export of commodities along the right lines. The boards project the commodity image in the marketing in India and a broad and engage in research work. The 8 commodity boards cover the following commodities.

1) Coffee, 2) Tea, 3) Cardamon, 4) Rubber, 5) Coir, 6) Silk, 7) Handicrafts, 8) Hardloan

The activities of the boards are with respect to the commodities specified above. They work on:

· Promotion of exports

· Development of Pdts.

· Co-ordination of the work co-organise exhibitions abroad 

· Undertake intensive promotional campaigns

· Research and development, surveys market analysis

· Advisory role to government

· Training seed production and sericulture activities

· Rendering of technical assistance

· Aid state government in execution of developmental schemes

State Small Industries Corporation (SSIC)

Thirteen state governments, have setup small industries corporations as private limited bodies, to undertake number of commercial activities. The most important activities under taken by SSIC are:

· Distribution of scare raw materials

· Supply of machinery on hire-purchase

· Construction and management of industrial estates

· Order procurement from government departments to be sub-contracted to SSI

· Assistance in export marketing

· Provision of financial, technical and managerial assistance in specific cases.

State Trading Corporation of India (STC)

The state trading corporation of India (STC) was established in May, 1956 as an autonomous corporation to implement the government’s policies in regard tot eh promotion and diversification of foreign trade.

Objectives of STC:

· To explore new markets for existing as well as new polls. 

· To diversify and consequently increase India’s export trade

· To promote long-term export operations and the sale of ‘difficult-to-sell items’.

Thus, the activities of STC encompass exports, imports and internal trade to aid the corporation and to do better justice to the purpose for which it has been established, STC has set up for other subsidiaries namely, 

· PEC – The Projects and Equipment Corporation

· HHEC – Handicrafts and Handlooms Export Corporation of India

· CCI – The Cashew Corporation of India

· SCP – The State Chemicals and Pharmaceutically Corporation Ltd.

EH (Export House)

The origin of export houses in India goes batch to 1958, when the government serious consideration to the development of specialized agencies for the promotion of the non-traditional items.
